Luanne appealed to the general membership for money for the Headstart Program.  Last year, instead of giving books for the program, we were asked to donate a minimum of $5, then books were bought.  With the $500 collected last year, about 150 books were given out to the 5 classrooms in the Headstart Program for their lending libraries. The 10 Program Readers will then distribute the books purchased to the classrooms on December 8th.  

On January 2nd, 2011, at 3 pm, the Golden Valley Music Society in Temecula is presenting The 2nd Avenue Klezmer Ensemble coming from San Diego.  For every $15 ticket that is purchased from the FOML block of tickets, the Friends will get back $2.50.  A champagne reception to follow the concert. More information is available on a flyer on the table, from Luanne or Judy Call.  Klezmer is a type of Jewish music.

The meeting was adjourned at 12 o’clock noon.

After a refreshment break, Kate Jacobs, author of the “Friday Night Knitting Club” had a presentation and discussion of her book that was followed with drawings for knitted items, some made by our members and others donated by Debbie Holve, owner of the Daily Fiber Yarn Company of Temecula.
